Courses in Applied Biological Chemistry and Biotechnology, AY2024

The Graduate School of Agricultural and Life Sciences of The University of Tokyo calls for
applications for admission to the Master's Course in Applied Biological Chemistry and
Biotechnology for the 2024 academic year (April or October admission) by the Admissions
Office (AO) method on the following schedule (Schedule B). Applicants who pass the AO

screening will be exempt from the written examination.

In the event of any discrepancy in the interpretation between the English version and the

Japanese translation, the English version shall prevail.

1. Number of openings

Department of Applied Biological Chemistry: a few

Department of Biotechnology: a few

2. Eligibility for application
In addition to (1) or (2) below, the applicant's prospective academic advisor must approve the

application using this method (Notes 1 and 2).

(1) Applicants must have completed 16 years of school education in a foreign country or be
expected to have completed such education by March 31, 2024 (for admission in April
2024) or September 30, 2024 (for admission in October 2024). Applicants who have
completed less than 16 years of elementary, middle, high school and college education
must clearly explain their educational background. (Notes 3 and 4)

(2) Those who have been awarded a degree equivalent to a bachelor's degree by completing a
course of 3 years or more in a foreign university or other foreign school (limited to those
that have been evaluated by the relevant foreign government or relevant organization
regarding the overall status of its educational and research activities, etc.).

(Note 1) Applicants who wish to be selected using the AO method must contact the academic

advisor of their choice in advance and obtain permission from said academic advisor.

(Note 2) Applicants who have been declined through the AO selection process may still take

the General Admissions or the Special Admissions for Working Adults (both written

examinations).



(Note 3) The above (1) and (2) include cases in which the applicant has completed a course of
study while in Japan by taking correspondence courses offered by a foreign school.

(Note 4) Even for those who have graduated or are expected to graduate from a Japanese
university, those who have graduated (or are expected to graduate) from a program
in which the education is provided in a language other than Japanese, including
elementary and secondary education, will be screened for eligibility to apply. For
details, please contact the Graduate Student Section, Academic Affairs Division,
Graduate School of Agricultural and Life Sciences by Wednesday, October 11, 2023
(see 10. Inquiries and Contacts) and follow the instructions. After screening,
applications that are deemed eligible will be classed as accepted applicants and they

will be permitted to take the examination.

3. Admission Period
April 2024 and October 2024
(Successful applicants may choose to enroll in either April 2024 or October 2024.)

4. Selection Method and Examination Subjects

Selection of applicants will be based on the screening of documents (primary selection) and
oral examination (online: secondary selection). (Note)

Both the document screening and the oral examination will test the applicant's English
language proficiency, ability to take an overall view of agricultural chemistry and related fields,
amount of relevant knowledge, ability to think logically, and willingness to engage in research.
Only those who pass the document screening will be given the oral examination. The oral
examination will be conducted in English.

(Note) Documents required for the documentary examination must be submitted in

accordance with Section 7 of this guideline.

5. Application Procedures and Period

Follow the instructions in the section 4. Application Procedures and Period (Schedule B) of
the Application Guideline of Students for Master’s Course, AY2024 (General Admissions and
Special Admissions for Working Adults), the Graduate School of Agricultural and Life Sciences,
The University of Tokyo.

6. Examination Dates

Application Screening Process (Primary Selection): Tuesday, December 5, 2023 - Friday,
December 15, 2023

Oral Examination (Secondary Selection): Monday, December 25, 2023 (Notes 1 and 2)

(Note 1) Applicants who pass the document screening will be notified by e-mail on Monday,
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December 18, 2023.

(Note 2) Applicants who have been declined admission through the AO selection process must
take the General Admissions and Special Admissions for Working Adults (both
written examinations). For the schedule of the written examination, please refer to

the application guideline.

7. Application Documents

- Essay on self-promotion (about 800 words in English) (Note 1)

- A letter of recommendation (written by the applicant's prospective academic advisor is not
acceptable).

The above items must be submitted by postal mail. In addition, the documents listed in the

section 7. Application Documents of the Application Guideline of Students for Master’s Course,
AY2024 (General Admissions and Special Admissions for Working Adults), the Graduate
School of Agricultural and Life Sciences, The University of Tokyo must be submitted according

to the instructions. However, the transcript must show GPA scores. Even if you have graduated

(or are expected to graduate) from the Faculty of Agriculture, or if you are a foreign research

student or a graduate research student at the Graduate School of Agricultural and Life Sciences,

you must submit a transcript from the university you graduated from. Applicants may also

submit IELTS scores in lieu of TOEFL iBT scores; those submitting IELTS scores must submit

an electronic copy of their scores with a TRF (Test Report Form) number by postal mail. For
both TOEFL and IELTS, score reports for tests taken prior to February 2022 will not be
accepted. (Note 2)

(Note 1) The essay on self-promotion should be about scientific activities that you have focused

on.

(Note 2) Applicants who meet any of the following criteria are exempted from submitting

English proficiency test scores.

- Graduates or prospective graduates of a bachelor's degree program in *Australia, Canada,
Ireland, New Zealand, South Africa, the United Kingdom, or the United States, where all
courses are taught in English.

- Those who have worked full-time in English for at least three years in the last six years at a
company or research institute in the countries listed above (*).

- Those who have completed 12 years of school education in a country where English is the
native language and have been awarded or are expected to be awarded a degree equivalent to
a bachelor's degree by March 31, 2024 (for admission in April 2024) or September 30, 2024
(for admission in October 2024) after completing a course of at least 3 years at a university or
other foreign school in a foreign country (limited to those that have been evaluated by the
relevant foreign government or relevant organization with regards to the overall status of its

educational and research activities, etc.).



However, the Graduate School reserves the right to require all applicants to submit a certificate
of English language proficiency, regardless of the applicant's nationality or academic
background. Applicants who do not submit the above certificate of English proficiency will not

be considered further.

8. Notification of Results
Notification of selection results: Wednesday, December 27, 2023

Selection results will be notified by e-mail. Applicants who pass the selection process will be

exempt from the written examination.

9. Notes

Those who qualify to apply for the Selection by AO Method based on the application
qualifications stated in this guideline for the same entrance examination schedule in the same
year are automatically qualified to apply for the [General Admissions] and [Special Admissions
for working Adults] as well. In addition, applicants may not apply to more than one major
within the Graduate School on the same date of the entrance examination. Applicants may not
apply for more than one academic advisor. For other information, please refer to the section 9.
